AFRICA

Angola


Monitoring Mechanism

By paragraph 8 of resolution 1374 (2001) of 19 October 2001, the Council requested the Chairman of the Committee established pursuant to resolution 864 (1993) to submit the additional report to the Council by 19 April 2002.



The Monitoring Mechanism submitted its report on 26 April 

2002 (S/2002/486).

Burundi

In a statement made by the President of the Security Council at the 4341st meeting, on 29 June 2001 (S/PRST/2001/17), the Security Council, inter alia, indicated that it remained actively seized of the situation in Burundi and, in this context, would continue to receive regular reporting from the Secretariat on developments in and around the country.


By paragraph 5 of the resolution 1375 (2001) of 29 October 2001, the Council requested the Government of Burundi to keep the Council informed of progress to establish an all-Burundian protection force.


Central African Republic

In a statement made by the President of the Security Council at the 4382nd meeting, on 26 September 2001 (S/PRST/2001/25), the Security Council, inter alia, requested the Secretary-General to continue to keep it regularly informed of the activities of the United Nations Bureau for the Peace-building Support Office in the Central African Republic (BONUCA) and the situation in the Central African Republic, particularly in the areas of political dialogue, national reconciliation and respect for human rights. 

Congo



The Security Council will continue to monitor the situation in the Republic of the Congo.
Democratic Republic of the Congo

MONUC


By paragraph 12 of resolution 1376 (2001) of 9 November 2001, the Security Council affirmed that the implementation of phase III of the deployment of MONUC required . . . steps from the parties and requested the Secretary-General to report on progress thereon.

Panel of Experts


By paragraph 5 of Presidential Statement S/PRST/2001/39 of 19 December 2001, the Security Council requested the Secretary-General to renew the mandate of the Expert Panel for a period of six months at the end of which the Expert Panel should report to the Council. 
Eritrea and Ethiopia

Boundary Commission


By paragraph 9 of resolution 1398 (2002) of 15 March 2002, the Security Council invited the Secretary-General to submit, as soon as possible, recommendations to the Council on how UNMEE can play an appropriate role in the border demarcation process, including with regard to demining for demarcation, taking into account the decision by the Boundary Commission, the contributions by the parties, the capacity of UNMEE and the resources available in the United Nations Trust Fund in support of the Delimitation and Demarcation of the Border between Ethiopia and Eritrea.

Great Lakes region

Security Council mission to the Great Lakes 


The mission of the Security Council to the Great Lakes is expected to return from the region on 7 May and will submit a report thereafter. 

Regular reporting


In a statement made by the President of the Security Council at the 3771st meeting, on 24 April 1997 (S/PRST/1997/22), the Security Council, inter alia, requested the Secretary-General to continue to keep it informed of developments in the Great Lakes region on a regular basis.

The situation in Guinea following recent attacks along its borders with Liberia and Sierra Leone


In a statement made by the President of the Security Council at the 4252nd meeting, on 21 December 2000 (S/PRST/2000/41), the Security Council, inter alia, requested the Secretary-General to consider what support the international community, and in particular the United Nations, might provide to ECOWAS in order to ensure security on the border that Guinea shared with Liberia and Sierra Leone, and to report in that connection to the Council as soon as possible.

Letters dated 20 and 23 December 1991, from France, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the United States of America (S/23306, S/23307, S/23308, S/23309 and S/23317)


In a statement made by the President of the Security Council at the 4022nd meeting, on 9 July 1999 (S/PRST/1999/22), the Security Council, inter alia, expressed gratitude to the Secretary-General for his continued efforts in his role as set out in paragraph 4 of resolution 731 (1992) and paragraph 6 of resolution 1192 (1998), and requested him to follow developments regarding that matter closely and to report to the Council accordingly.


Liberia

Sanctions

By paragraph 12 of resolution 1343 (2001) of 7 March 2001, the Security Council requested the Secretary-General to submit a first report to the Council by 30 April 2001 and thereafter at 6-month intervals from that date, drawing on information from all relevant sources, including the United Nations Office in Liberia, UNAMSIL and ECOWAS, on whether Liberia had complied with the demands in paragraph 2 of the resolution and on any progress made towards the objectives set out in paragraph 3 of the resolution, and called on the Government of Liberia to support United Nations efforts to verify all information on compliance which is brought to the United Nations notice.

The Secretary-General submitted his report (S/2002/494) 

on 29 April 2002.


Review of sanctions


By paragraph 23 of the resolution, the Security 

Council decided to conduct reviews of the measures imposed by 

paragraphs 5 to 7 above not more than sixty days after the 

adoption of this resolution, and every six months thereafter.


The next review falls due on 6 May 2002.
Sierra Leone



By preambular paragraph 7 of resolution 1400 (2002) of 28 

March 2002, the Security Council emphasized the importance of 

free, fair, transparent and inclusive elections (on 14 May 2002).

By operative paragraph 16 of the resolution, the Council 

welcomed the Secretary-General’s intention to keep the security, political, humanitarian and human rights situation in Sierra Leone under close review.

Somalia


In the statement, the Council also expressed its determination to put in place concrete arrangements and/or mechanisms, by 30 April 2002, for the generation of independent information on violations and for improving the enforcement of the embargo.

ASIA

Afghanistan

ISAF


By paragraph 1 of its resolution 1386 (2001) of 20 December 2001, the Security Council authorized the establishment for six months of an International Security Assistance Force to assist the Afghan Interim Authority in the maintenance of security in Kabul and its surrounding areas.


By paragraph 9 of the resolution, the Council requested the leadership of the International Security Assistance Force to provide periodic reports on progress towards the implementation of its mandate through the Secretary-General.

Other Aspects


In a press statement issued by the President of the Security Council on 27 September 2001, Council members

expressed their intention to continue to review regularly the situation in Afghanistan.


In a letter dated 3 October 2001 addressed to the President of the General Assembly and the President of the Security Council (S/2001/934), the Secretary-General noted that his Special Representative for Afghanistan, Mr. Lakhdar Brahimi, would keep the members of the General Assembly and of the Security Council regularly informed of his ongoing activities.
East Timor


By preambular paragraph 5 of resolution 1392 (2002), the Security Council looked forward to receiving further specific proposals from the Secretary-General for the mandate and structure for a successor United Nations mission after independence at least one month before the date of independence (20 May 2002).


The Secretary-General submitted his report (S/2002/432) on 17 April 2002 and its Addendum (S/2002/432/Add.1) on

24 April 2002.


By operative paragraph 2 of resolution 1392 (2002), the Security Council decided to extend the current mandate of UNTAET until 20 May 2002.


A meeting of the Council members, UNTAET/UNMISET troop-contributing countries and the Secretariat will be held probably on 6 May 2002.

Iraq

Oil-for-food



By paragraph 7 of its resolution 1382 (2002) of 29 November 

2001, the Security Council decided that, for the purposes of 

the resolution, references in resolution 1360 (2001) to the

150-day period established by that resolution shall be 

interpreted to refer to the 180-day period established pursuant 

to paragraph 1 of the resolution.



It will be recalled that by paragraph 5 of resolution 1360 

(2001) of 3 July 2001, the Council requested the Secretary-

General to provide a comprehensive report to the Council . . . 

at least one week prior to the end of the 150-day period, on the 

basis of observations of United Nations personnel in Iraq, and 

of consultations with the Government of Iraq, on whether Iraq 

has ensured the equitable distribution of medicine, health 

supplies, foodstuffs, and materials and supplies for essential 

civilian needs, financed in accordance with paragraph 8 (a) of 

resolution 986 (1995), including in his reports any observations 

which he may have on the adequacy of the revenues to meet Iraq’s 

humanitarian needs”.


The Secretary-General is expected to submit his report by 


24 May 2002.

Letter dated 31 March 1998 from the Chargé d’affaires a.i. of the Permanent Mission of Papua New Guinea to the United Nations addressed to the President of the Security Council.


In a letter dated 2 June 1998 addressed to the President of the Security Council (S/1998/506), the Secretary-General, inter alia, stated that he would keep the Council regularly informed of the United Nations Political Office’s work in Bougainville, based in Arawa.
Middle East

The situation in the Middle East, including the Palestinian Question



By paragraph 2 of resolution 1405 (2002) of 19 April 2002, 

the Security Council welcomed the initiative of the Secretary-General to develop accurate information regarding recent events in the Jenin refugee camp through a fact-finding team and requested him to keep the Security Council informed.

UNDOF



By paragraph 2 of resolution 1381 (2001) of 27 November

2001, the Security Council decided to renew the mandate of the United Nations Disengagement Observer Force for another period of six months, that is, until 31 May 2002.



By paragraph 3 of the resolution, the Council requested

the Secretary-General to submit, at the end of this period, 

a report on the developments in the situation and the 

measures taken to implement resolution 338 (1973).


The Secretary-General is expected to submit a report by 27 May 2002.


A meeting of the Council members, troop-contributing countries and the Secretariat will be held prior to the consideration of the mandate of UNDOF, probably on

24 May 2002.

Tajikistan



In a letter dated 7 May 2001 addressed to the 

Secretary-General from the President of the Security Council

(S/2001/446), the President informed the Secretary-General 

that his letter dated 2 May 2001 (S/2001/445), concerning 

his intention to continue the activities of the United 

Nations Tajikistan Office of Peace-building (UNTOP) for a 

further period of one year until 1 June 2002, had been 

brought to the attention of the members of the Security 

Council. The President stated that the Council members took 

note with appreciation of the information and of the 

intention contained therein. 
EUROPE

Bosnia and Herzegovina
Peace Agreement


By paragraph 25 of its resolution 1305 (2000) of 21 June 2000, the Security Council, inter alia, requested the Secretary-General to continue to submit to the Council reports from the High Representative, in accordance with Annex 10 of the Peace Agreement and the conclusions of the Peace Implementation Conference held in London on 4 and 5 December 1996 (S/1996/1012), and later Peace Implementation Conferences, on the implementation of the Peace Agreement and in particular on compliance by the parties with their commitments under that Agreement. 

SFOR


By paragraph 18 of its resolution 1305 (2000) of

21 June 2000, the Security Council requested the Member States acting through or in cooperation with the organization referred to in Annex 1-A of the Peace Agreement to continue to report to the Council, through the appropriate channels and at least at monthly intervals.
Violations of international humanitarian law in the areas of Srebrenica, Zepa, Banja Luka and Sanski Most

In a statement made by the President of the Security council at the 3701st meeting, on 10 October 1996 (S/PRST/1996/41), the Security Council, having considered, in the light of its resolution 1034 (1995) of 21 December 1995, the current situation with regard to the investigation of violations of international humanitarian law in the areas of Srebrenica, Zepa, Banja Luka and Sanski Most as well as in the areas of Glamoc, Ozren and elsewhere throughout the territory of Bosnia and Herzegovina, inter alia, stated that it would continue to follow the issue closely and requested the Secretary-General to keep it regularly informed on progress reached in the investigation of the violations of international humanitarian law referred to in the report of the Secretary-General of 27 November 1995 (S/1995/988).

Security Council resolutions 1160 (1998), 1199 (1998), 1203 (1998), 1239 (1999) and 1244 (1999)


By paragraph 20 of its resolution 1244 (1999) of

10 June 1999, the Security Council requested the Secretary-General to report to the Council at regular intervals on the implementation of the resolution, including reports from the leaderships of the international civil and security presences.

The former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia


In a statement made by the President of the Security Council at the 4300th meeting, on 7 March 2001 (S/PRST/2001/7), the Security Council requested to be briefed regularly on the efforts undertaken by the international security presence (KFOR), the Government of The former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia and all relevant international organizations.

Other

Security Council Working Group on general issues of sanctions


By a note dated 17 April 2000 (S/2000/319), the President of the Security Council stated that the members had decided to establish on a temporary basis an informal working group to develop general recommendations on how to improve the effectiveness of United Nations sanctions. He also stated that the working group should report its findings to the Council by 30 November 2000.

Iraq


By its resolution 1194 (1998) of 

9 December 1998, the Security Council decided not to conduct the review scheduled for October 1998 provided for in paragraphs 21 and 28 of resolution 687 (1991), and not to conduct any further such reviews until Iraq rescinded its decision of 5 August 1998 and the Special Commission and the IAEA reported to the Council that they were satisfied that they had been able to exercise the full range of activities provided for in their mandates, including inspections.

Under S/RES 687 (1991), paragraph 21, the Security Council is required to review every 60 days the provisions of paragraph 20 of that resolution.  The last review, the 40th in the series, was undertaken on 20 August 1998 in consultations of the whole of the Council.  No document was issued thereon.

Libya


Under S/RES/748 (1992), paragraph 13, the Security Council is required to review every 120 days or sooner, should the situation so require, the measures imposed by paragraphs 3 to 7.  On 5 April 1999, the Security Council suspended the aforementioned measures, as well as those imposed by resolution 883 (1993), which was acknowledged through a Statement of the President of the Security Council to the press (Press Release SC/6662).  Subsequently, the Security Council recalled that decision in its Presidential statement of 8 April 1999 (S/PRST/1999/10).  With reference to a report of the Secretary-General of 30 June 1999 (S/1999/726) submitted in fulfilment of the request contained in paragraph 16 of resolution 883 (1993) and paragraph 8 of resolution 1192  (1998) the Council, in a statement by the President on 9 July 1999, recalled that the measures set forth in resolutions 748 (1992) and 883 (1993) had been suspended, and reaffirmed its intention to lift those measures as soon as possible, in conformity with the relevant resolutions (S/PRST/1999/22).
